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[bookmark: _lnxbz9]1 Introduction 
[bookmark: _35nkun2]The name of the association shall be CARDIFF CLUBS DART LEAGUE (CCDL). This document lays down the rules by which the CCDL will conduct its affairs. These rules can only be amended by a majority vote at an AGM. 
[bookmark: _1ksv4uv]2 Mission
The CCDL was formed to promote and govern the playing of darts by teams in clubs on Tuesday evenings. There shall be a summer and winter season. Teams are eligible to join the CCDL whose home venue is a club in Cardiff. All team members shall be16 years or older. 
Teams whose home venue is a public house in Cardiff are eligible to apply for associate membership. If their application is approved by the League, they will have full membership rights. A member of a public house team may be elected an Officer of the League provided that the majority of League Officers must always be from Club teams. 
[bookmark: _44sinio]3 Governance
The members, through an elected Committee, will govern the CCDL. The Committee will consist of 7 Officers and the captain or his nominee of each team. They all must be registered players of a CCDL team. The Officers will meet at the CCDL H/Q on a quarterly basis. The Officers tenures are as listed below.

[bookmark: _2jxsxqh]4 Annual General Meeting (AGM) 
The AGM shall be conducted using the rules listed below.
1. An AGM will be held in May each year at the CCDL H/Q.
2. The AGM will use the standard agenda (see appendix B) to conduct the meeting.
3. The date and start time of the meeting will be at the discretion of the Committee.
4. All motions shall be proposed and seconded (by another team).
5. All motions must be with the Secretary 14 days before the AGM.
6. Motions shall be withdrawn if the proposer and seconder are not present at the AGM.
7. There must be representatives of 5 teams and 3 Officers present before the AGM can take place.
8. The most senior Officer present will chair the meeting. 
9. A voting majority shall decide all issues, with one vote per team.
10. The Chair shall cast a deciding vote only when the voting is tied.

Seasons Fixture Meeting
The following rules apply.
1. The Seasons Fixture Meeting [SFM] will be convened at the start of each season. The agenda will be the make-up of each section, any disciplinary issues & AOB. No constitutional changes may be made at an SFM.
2. All motions passed may be acted upon at the discretion of the Committee but must be ratified at the next AGM.

[bookmark: _z337ya]Special General Meeting (SGM) 
The following rules apply.
1. An SGM may be called only in two circumstances, by the Committee or by a petition from at least five CCDL teams (all of whom must be represented at the SGM).
2. The format of an SGM will be the same as an AGM. 
3. No constitutional changes may be made at an SGM.
4. Motions passed may be acted upon at the discretion of the Committee but must be ratified at the next AGM.

[bookmark: _3j2qqm3]5 Structure of league
1. The following rules apply.
2. There shall be two or more sections that shall be evenly divided on merit, unless the total number of teams registered is less than 10.
3. The top two sides from a lower section will replace the bottom two teams from the next higher section [except where rule 5.1 applies].
4. All teams will play all other teams in their section both home and away.
5. At least one night at the end of each half will be set-aside for postponed matches.
6. Through each season there will be nights set-aside for competitions.
[bookmark: _1y810tw]6 Registration
The following rules apply.
1. Registrations must be made by due date and on the form provided, to the secretary, accompanied by the relevant fee.
2. All fees shall be reviewed at the AGM (see appendix A).
3. Additional players or name changes must be registered with the Fixture Secretary 48 hrs before those players’ first match.
4. Players transferring to another team must notify the Fixture Secretary 7 days before their first match.
5. Players shall only play for the team that has registered them, even if two teams are registered from the same club.
6. Players’ registrations and transfers are allowed up to the end of the first half of the season or in very exceptional circumstances exemptions can be granted.
7. Team ownership. The name & its place in the league is the property of the Team & are governed by their rules of association.
8. The League is neutral in any internal team dispute. However, the league will recognise the original captain/owner, unless it can be shown that due process has been actioned to make any changes. Where there is no satisfactory outcome, the status quo will prevail.

[bookmark: _4i7ojhp]7 Playing area.
The following rules apply.
1. All matches will be played on a standard dartboard.
1. The centre of the board shall be 5’ 8’’ perpendicular to floor [FFL].
2. The throwing distance shall be a minimum of 7’ 9 1/4’’. 
3. A raised oche at 7’ 9 1/4’’ is optional.
4. All teams must provide playing facilities for female team members.
5. Home teams must ensure reasonable playing conditions.
[bookmark: _2xcytpi]8 Match order and format
The following rules apply.
1. The match will have 9 games, made up of, - three pairs of 601, double to finish, best of three legs, and six singles of 501, double to finish, best of three legs.
1. A team shall consist of 6 or more players.
2. Any registered players may play in a match.
3. A minimum of 4 players is permissible (one pair and two singles will be forfeited). 
4. No player may compete twice in a round.
5. The Player's game order shall be decided by Lot.
6. The board shall be open for practice from 20.00 on match nights.
7. All matches should start promptly at 20.15.
8. The teams shall start games alternatively, with the away side throwing first in legs 1 & 3 of games 1, 3, 5, 7, & 9.
9. The winner shall be the first to win five games or more (all games shall be played – unless Rule 8(4) applies).
10. Each game won shall gain one point, with an extra two bonus points for an away win and an extra one bonus point for a home win.
[bookmark: _1ci93xb]9 Postponements
To postpone a match the following rules apply.
1. The team’s captain must seek permission from the Fixture Secretary, at least 48 hours before the match.
2. The Fixture Secretary shall inform the opposing team’s captain of the postponement 48 hours before the match.
3. A postponement in any half of a season shall only be permitted in exceptional circumstances.
4. A match incorrectly postponed will be forfeited.





[bookmark: _3whwml4]10 Results
The following rules apply.
1. Both team captains shall correctly complete and sign the match result card.
2. The card shall record the names of teams, the date, the section designation, the result, the players’ names and Player of Season data (initialled by the opposing captain).
3. The winning team shall be responsible for the delivery of the result card.
4. The cards, correctly completed, must be with the Fixture Secretary by 12.00 on the following Saturday.
5. Two points shall be deducted for late receipt of cards and incorrectly completed cards.
6. Match records, including Player of Season data, must be available for inspection. 
7. A team is deemed to have resigned from the CCDL when they have failed to play three consecutive matches or the Secretary has received a letter of resignation.
8. A team that has resigned shall have their match results deducted from the rest of their section only for the half season in which they resigned.
[bookmark: _2bn6wsx]11 Match penalties
The following rules apply.

1. A match, where unregistered players compete, shall be forfeited.
2. Where playing conditions are unsatisfactory matches may be forfeited.
3. Matches where a team has less than the minimum players shall be forfeited.
4. A match not correctly postponed shall be forfeited.
5. [bookmark: _qsh70q]When a match is forfeited, the winner shall be awarded 6 points or  their season’s average (whichever is the greater) and nil points to the losers. 
[bookmark: _3as4poj]12 Discipline
The following rules apply.
1. All complaints should be made to the secretary within 14 days of any incident.
2. All teams are responsible for the conduct of their players both home and away and may be penalised as well as the player.
3. Lack of diversity, abuse (fiscal or verbal) or any other misconduct shall be penalised.
4. The penalties for breaking the rules are at the discretion of the committee.
5. All players, by registering, agree to abide by the CCDL rules.
[bookmark: _1pxezwc]13 Responsibilities
1. The Secretary shall be responsible for implementing rules 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 12 & 14.
2. The Fixture Secretary shall be responsible for implementing rules 9, 10, & 11.
3. Appeals against any decision made by an Officer of League must be with the committee within 14 days.
4. Only when there is an appeal against a Secretary’s decision or where there is a conflict of interest, shall the problem be referred to the full committee





[bookmark: _49x2ik5]14 Competitions:
SINGLES (OPEN & LADIES) AND PAIRS:

The following rules apply.
1. Competitions shall be played on the nights set aside for that purpose.
2. Singles and pairs shall be played at the end of each season.
3. The Ladies Singles shall be played annually at the end of the summer season.
4. The co-ordination and organisation of the competitions is at the discretion of the Committee.
5. The singles competitions shall be played on a knockout basis, best of 3 legs of 501, double to finish. The final may be the best of five.
6. The pair's competition shall be played on a knockout basis, best of 3 legs of 601, double to finish. The final may be the best of five.
7. The singles and pairs finals shall be the best of 5 legs.
8. Reserves for the pairs may be registered for the preliminary rounds only.
9. All competitors must sign-in by 20.15.


LEAGUE CUP – at the discretion of the Committee:

1. The league cup will be an open knockout competition for all teams with no additional fee payable.
2. The draw will be by lot, with the first team drawn providing the home venue.
3. The matches shall be played in a league format (see section 8) except that it shall not be necessary to play all games once a team has reached five points.
4. Toss of the coin shall decide which team throws first.  The team that wins the toss shall throw first in legs 1 & 3 of games 1,3,5,7, & 9.


HANDICAP LEAGUE – at the discretion of the Committee:

1. Each team will be awarded a handicap score based on their final position in the League the previous season.  
2. The maximum handicap score which may be allocated to a team is 5.
3. The handicap score shall be added to the score achieved by a team in their normal League games, BEFORE adding any bonus points for winning the game – this shall be the Team’s score in the Handicap League.
4. The winning team in the Handicap League shall have their name engraved on the Handicap League Trophy.
